ABOUNA’S CORNER

Romans 10 : 1 - 13 / Gospel of Luke 24 : 36 - 45 

Brothers and Sisters,  

Consider these words: Look at my hands and my feet. (Luke 24:39) 
On this Sunday again faith in Christ is our focus. The Church teaches us today about the quality of 
true faith, expressed by Saint Paul in his parable-reflection on Israel, about those of the Jews who had 
rejected Jesus as the Risen Lord (Romans 9-11). The invitation to believe in the Risen Lord is for all 
humanity. Saint Paul reminds us that Christ is the Lord for all people. Even those who have not 
accepted him will have a chance to do so someday by the grace of God: the all-loving and ever patient 
One.  

Clearly for the Apostle Paul, who is a Jewish teacher himself, this lack of belief on the part of many of 
his people is a major concern. This is clearly an embarrassment for him as he faces all the many 
nations who are coming to believe in Christ Jesus as the Risen Lord! St. Paul’s explains the Jewish 
rejection of Christianity by affirming that not all Jews are true Children of Abraham – but rather those 
who possess faith in the one whom God has sent, the Lord Jesus, and who now has risen by the power 
of God. All who believe in him have become the People of the Promise by Faith. Thus Christians – by 
faith, not inheritance – are called the New Israel! 

In Luke’s Gospel we have Jesus strengthening the faith of his apostles by showing them that his risen 
body is for real – not a ghost. We also need to come to know this with conviction, and by the graces of 
the gracious Trinity, to make our faith real: to come to know for ourselves that Christ is truly Risen! 
Our prayer this week is for our first Communicants: “Lord Jesus, as our little ones prepare to receive 
you for the first time, may you fill them with the special grace that the Eucharist brings.”
