SPECIAL NOTE FROM ABOUNA THIS WEEK 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

As I write to you it is with mixed emotions.  I say this because at the time of great celebration for us a 
Maronite Community in the Pacific Northwest, we have much to celebrate.  Our Eparchial Bishop, our 
beloved Sayedna Zaidan is in town for the fifth time in four years, to ordinate to the priesthood one of 
the monks, Father Deacon John Michael.  We celebrate with this man, with the Maronite Monks of 
Jesus, Mary and Joseph, and with the bishop as he begin Brother John Michael on the rich journey 
that is the priesthood.   

So too we celebrate this year, which begins my third with St Sharbel’s, with improvements and repairs, 
and with thanksgiving for all our successes in fundraising for the year.  We also look forward with 
anticipation to what the year hold for us a parish community.
